What is United We Dine?  
United We Dine is a fun and easy way for local restaurants to generate support for 
United Way of Greater Milwaukee & Waukesha County. 

 
Participating restaurants agree to donate at least 10 percent of their food and beverage 
sales from one day to United Way of Greater Milwaukee & Waukesha County.  
 
The minimum suggested donation from participating restaurants is $250 – a modest 
investment for receiving over $2,500 in promotional marketing! 
 
How does United We Dine  work? 

1. Interested restaurants sign and return the enclosed contract to Callai Reed at 
creed@unitedwaygmwc.org or 414.263.8320. 
 

2. Restaurant names and logos will be prominently displayed on flyers, posters and 
other promotional materials (valued up to $2,500). All materials will be 
distributed to local companies prior to their fall workplace campaigns, reaching 
over 75,000 donors at more than 1,700 local businesses! 

 
3. Promotional materials will be delivered to participating restaurants two to three 

weeks prior to the event to assist with internal event promotions and drive return 
business back to each restaurant for the event.  

 

4. All names and logos will be included on print, outdoor, online, and social media 
for the month leading up to the event. 
 

5. On the day of the program, United Way volunteers will drop by to take pictures 
and say thank you to restaurant staff and customers for joining the movement to 
Live United. 
 

6. At the end of the day, total food and beverage sales are calculated to determine 
the amount of each contribution: 10 percent or more of all sales with a suggested 
minimum of $250. Restaurants are welcome to round up from the committed 
percentage – all gifts will be much appreciated by our agency program partners!  

 

7. United Way staff will pick up all contributions in the provided envelope no later 
than two weeks following the event. If preferred, contributions may also be 
mailed to:
